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> Part 1. Welcome to the Chinwag conversational English session!
Let’s hear from everyone with a short talk about any topic you like! For example, something you recently did, a new person you’ve met or perhaps details about a recent or upcoming celebration or special occasion.
Talking about any topic is good practice for improving your conversational English!

> Part 2. Welcome to Antonyms!
The Ant, Cockroach, Blowfly, Click Beetle, Earwig and Emperor Moth are all Australian insects – but an antonym is not an insect!
An antonym is a word that means the opposite of another word. For example, hot and cold are antonyms, as are good and bad.
Some more examples are shown on the next page. 
(Last week we talked about synonyms, which are words that have exactly the same or nearly the same meaning. A collection of synonyms is called a thesaurus.)

> Part 3. Pick-a-Topic card with Roleplay options!
If we have time, we can play pick-a-topic. Conversation and roleplay topics are written on the cards which are placed face-down on the table. 
A student selects one card and talks about that topic.
If you don’t like the topic on the card you selected, you can put the card back on the table (face-down) and choose another one. 
There are lots of different topics to choose from!
